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FROM THE PASTOR  

It was early Sunday morning, and I was 
headed toward Fort Worth, having just 
driven onto I-35 from Loop 288, the 
bypass that crosses Denton just north of 
our family home. I finished my last sip of 
coffee from the house and was giving 
serious thought to pulling off the 
interstate to scout for another. Looking at 
the approaching exit longingly, with its 
gas stations and convenience stores 
galore, I decided to keep going. To get to 
my fatherôs hospital room before his 
breakfast tray arrived, I didnôt have a 
minute to spare. Or, rather, I had used up 
my spare minutes brewing coffee at the 
house. 

Crossing the bridge over University 
Drive, I passed the old Newton Razor 
ranch to the left, right there by the 
highway. Until recently there were always 
longhorn cattle on that land. Itôs being 
converted to a housing development 
now. Not for the first time, I imagined big, 
expensive houses grazing in the pasture 
as cattle once had. Smiling, I glanced to 
the east. I saw something that was a gift. 

There, on the distant horizon, were Stark 
Hall and Guinn Hall, the two high-rise 
dormitories of Texas Womenôs 
University. Standing 20 and 24 stories 
tall, respectively, those two buildings, 
along with three other tall buildings on 
the TWU campus, have distinguished the 
Denton skyline for decades. ñWeôve got 
the tallest buildings between Dallas and 
Oklahoma City,ò Dentonites have 
bragged. I guess that made us feel 
somewhat cosmopolitan. We certainly 
didnôt brag about the cow pastures. 

Our family has a connection to Guinn 
Hall, the taller of the two towers. It was 
built in the late 1960s, and my father, a 
professor at North Texas State 
University, helped with its construction. 
Teaching woodwork, gem craft, 
metallurgy, and construction trades, Dad 
used to pick up union carpenter work 
over the summers. That year, he joined 
the crews constructing Guinn Hall.

Mom would drive my sister and me out 
to pick him up at the end of his workday. 
There was a construction elevator on the 
outside of the building that would fly up 
and down, delivering workers to the 
various floors. It didnôt stop except at the 
top and the bottom. On the floors in 
between, the workers had to time it just 
right, stepping out onto the moving 
platform literally to catch the elevator. My 
sister and I would sit in the parking lot 
with our mother, watching the elevator 
and wondering if Dad were on it or not. It 
gave us a thrill akin to watching rides at 
a fair. 

One day a worker missed the elevator. 
He was talking to a buddy and stepped 
out into open sky. He didnôt survive the 
fall to the ground. At the end of that day, 
my father stepped out onto the elevator 
for the last time. When he reached the 
ground, he resigned his job. I donôt recall 
his taking union carpentry jobs after that, 
but he may have. 

For years I bragged that my father 
helped build Guinn Hall. Iôd point it out to 
visiting relatives or new friends, 
recounting the story of Dadôs last day 
working there. Iôd boast of Dentonôs 
singular skyline. I was alone among my 
peers in having a father who helped to 
build that skyline. I was so proud. 

What I saw on the horizon last Sunday, 
as I was driving to Fort Worth, was a 
sunrise ï a most glorious sunrise 
silhouetting Guinn Hall and the rest of 
the tall buildings, filling the sky from 
north to south with burning, passionate 

burgundies, peaches, purples, and 
oranges. From my perspective the sun 
was nestled between those two tallest 
buildings. Never before had I seen such 
a sunrise in Denton. It lifted my heart, 
and it comforted me. 

I often marvel that mere mortals make it 
through the burdens life heaps so 
heavily upon us. How do we ever 
survive? And how do we find hope? 
Then I remember the faith my parents 
shared with me so intentionally ï a faith I 
have worked to broaden and refine my 
whole life long. Nothing can separate us 
from the love of God, the love weôve 
come to understand through Jesus the 
Christ. There is no struggle or trauma 
that can leave us hopeless when we 
cling to Godôs everlasting arms. In the 
end, our troubles may overwhelm us. Yet 
they will not, cannot overwhelm Godôs 
boundless love and care, for us, and for 
everyone. On this solid rock, we stand, 
as best we are able. The rest, we trust to 
divine love and to the passage of time. 

That beautiful sunrise persists in my 
memory. It was the dawn of a new day, 
and a new opportunity to find hope 
beyond what I was able to conjure up on 
my own. I continue to look for signs of 
hope, of divine love, and of heavenly 
promise. It gets me through. That is 
enough for now.
